Disaster Resilience Scorecard for Cities  

Preliminary Assessment  Detailed Assessment  

ÅProvides a set of assessments  that allow cities to assess their disaster 

resilience, structured around the new 10 Essentials for Making Cities Resilient.  

ÅPreliminary  has just 47 indicators and simpler scoring. Designed for use in 

multi-stakeholder workshops and reports back directly progress made against 

Sendai targets. (Scoring between 0-3) 

ÅDetailed  assessment includes 117 indicators . (Scoring between 0-5) 



  

Disaster Resilience Scorecard for Cities 

×  Aim to:  

Å Assist local governments in monitoring and reviewing progress in the 

implementation of the Sendai Framework for DRR 2015-2030 

Å Enable the development of a local DRR and resilience strategies. 

 

×  Developed by IBM, AECOM, and UNISDR with the support from the 

European Commission and USAID, and launched in May 2017 at the Global 

Platform for Disaster Risk Reduction in Cancun. 

 

×  The scorecard is now the predominant tool of the Making Cities Resilient 

Campaign, replacing any predecessor versions of the Scorecard and the 

Local Government Self-Assessment Tool (LG-SAT).

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Analyzing Results 
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The benefits of completing the scorecard extend far beyond 

reporting ï the conversations the process can generate may even 

be more important than the score. If completed in a collaborative 

way, cities can: 

ÅEstablish a baseline measurement of their current level of disaster resilience 

ÅIncrease awareness and understanding of resilience challenges 

ÅEnable dialogue between key city stakeholders who may otherwise not 

collaborate regularly 

ÅEnable discussion of priorities for investment and action, based on a 

shared understanding of the current situation 

ÅEnable the development of a city resilience strategy / action plan 

ÅUltimately lead to actions and implementable projects that will deliver 

increased resilience for the city over time.

Moving to action 

- Scorecard and supporting tools help cities 
establish resilience baseline and can help to 
frame an action plan  

- Cities should ideally move on to develop action 
plans and assign responsibilities  

- Further work will inevitably be needed to 
support project definition and design, business 
case, funding, etc  

- Work to complete the Scorecard will be 
valuable for cities participating in other 
initiatives such as 100 Resilient Cities 
(100RC) -Pioneered by the Rockefeller 
Foundation, C40, UN -Habitatôs City Resilience 
Profiling Programme and City Resilience 
Program (CRP) of World Bank amongst others.
